Any Other Business
· Helen reported that Gavin did not have enough time in the Hall to produce sets to his satisfaction.  Some discussion took place.  Nigel suggested pre-printed/painted canvasses that could be rolled and stored.  The next production will use wall paper.  It was suggested that we look for other people who also might be interested in set design for us.
· Jonathan reported that he and Amanda had a meeting with Vicky Maunder, Vicar of St John’s to discuss the Church’s application for Lottery Heritage funding.  A pageant along the lines of Claiming the Space (Rose Theatre) was suggested and Amanda will write to Vicky with a proposal.
