Matters Arising:	  
		There has been no progress reported on the situation with the Japanese Knotweed 
		at the Parish Hall.
Gift Aid reclaim is on hold until events are resumed and Jayne can approach members individually.  Scott raised the question of the legality of the SGF claiming Gift Aid; Jayne said she understood our membership subscriptions met the criteria for Gift Aid from the handover she had received and a review of summary HMRC information. She took an action to review the full detailed HMRC guidance with particular reference to the points made by Scott and report back.
All other matters were discussed elsewhere on the Agenda.
Financial Report:
The current position is £2,783.92 in the bank account and Bar Stock and Float of £193.87.
Sandy proposed that we pay full rental for the garage from April and Hall rental from when we are legally allowed to use it again. She will write to Tony Hardy and let him know.
Discussion took place concerning the bank balance and how low we were prepared to let it fall. It was agreed that we would revert to this subject once we had started productions again.
Jayne updated the meeting regarding investigations into opening a new bank account at Metro bank. They have temporarily stopped setting up new Business accounts during the pandemic; however have recently restarted but only currently for small limited companies. It is anticipated that this will broaden to include Community Current Accounts, which is the relevant account for SGF, in the near future.   
The Trustees agreed to open a bank account at Metro Bank in the name of Spring Grove Fringe, also that the signatories on the account will be two of the three following,  Sandra Gavshon ( Chairperson), Jayne Britten (Treasurer) and Amanda Shaw (Secretary). They asked Jayne & Sandra to progress this once new applications can be made; this may be in person at the bank or possibly online. The trustees also asked them to arrange for transfer of funds from the current account at Santander and then for this account to be closed.

•	The registered Charity number for SGF; this provides access to the Constitution document .
