Where possible, aids, such as wheels, truck, will be used to assist. 

An appropriate number of people will be used to lift or move items. 

No-one will be asked to work outside their individual capacity. 

People lifting items will adopt a stable position, not bend or twist their back unduly. 

	Hand and power tools
	Injuries

	Only suitably experienced people will be asked to use tools. 

The appropriate tool for the job will be chosen. 

Tools will be visually inspected before use. 

Gloves will be worn if there is a risk of striking hands (e.g. hammering). 
Knives, screwdrivers and other sharp tools will be carried and used so as not to cause injury to the user or others. 

Eye protection will be worn whenever there is a risk of flying particles, e.g. power saws, cold chisels, grinders. 

	Climbing ladders
	Falling, leading to injuries. 
	SGF members attending activity
	Only experienced stage crew will be asked to climb a ladder. 

A ladder will only be used on a stable and level surface, unless it has been secured (top or bottom). 

Ladder will be placed using 1:4 rule (1 unit out for 4 units up). 

Ladder will be placed so that the user does not have to over-reach. 

User will maintain a 3-point contact on the ladder when climbing. 

A second person will be stationed at the foot of the ladder, if other people are likely to walk in the area.
